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Dr. Lynn Richbart

Dr. Richbart earned his B.A. in mathematics and M.S. in mathematics education from SUNY-Buffalo.  He earned his Ed.D. from SUNY-Albany He began his teaching career at Grand Island Junior-Senior High School in 1963. He joined the Bureau of Mathematics Education at the New York State Education Department in 1969.   During his 31 plus years at the Department, he had responsibility for statewide mathematics curriculum development and assessment and as such he was an inspiration to all mathematics educators across the state.  In his role at the State Education Department he provided guidance and insight focused on effective mathematics education and using data to inform instruction.  He was instrumental in planning the integrated mathematics curricula on the high school level.  He would regularly attend the NYS Elementary Mathematics mentors meetings and provide valuable insight and analysis of the statewide test.  He traveled to schools all over the state for the SED.  His various titles were Associate in Mathematics Education, Supervisor of Mathematics Education, and Interim Coordinator of Curriculum and Instruction.

He has been a member of AMTNYS all these years and has served on several committees, was the AMTNYS photographer, wrote over 40 articles for its journal, chaired the Site of Annual Meeting Committee for 15 years and continues to be a speaker at their Annual Meetings. He was active in both local and state levels of NYSAMS, serving as the State Education Representative for many years. He was recognized by both organizations in 2000 by receiving the AMTNYS Distinguished Service Award and NYSAMS Life Membership.

At the national level he has served on program committees for the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics, authored 10 articles in their various journals, and spoken at many of their conferences. He was also active with local, state and national levels of the Association for Supervision and Curriculum Development, serving on the ASCD Board of Directors 1988-19991, as the president of the New York State ASCD in 1989-1990 and receiving their NYS Educator of the Year Award in 2001.

Internationally he was a mathematics education consultant for the Greece American Community Schools of Athens in 1976 and for ARAMCO in Saudi Arabia in 1985, 1988, and 1992.
