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Dr. Stanley F. Taback

Stanley F. Taback is Professor of Mathematics Education at Lehman College of the City University of New York. A former principal and mathematics chair at the secondary school level, Professor Taback has been coordinating graduate programs for pre- and in-service teachers of mathematics at Lehman for the past 25 years.  He has held faculty positions in the Department of Mathematics Education at New York University and Teachers College, Columbia University. He has also served both AMTNYS and NCTM  in several capacities: speaker at more than 50 regional and annual conferences; member of NCTM’s Research Advisory Committee and AMTNYS’ Executive Board; editor of the New York State Mathematics Teachers’ Journal; and co-editor of the NCTM publication, Piagetian Cognitive-Development Research and Mathematical Education.

Professor Taback has long been an advocate for the inclusion of mathematical problem solving in the school curriculum, and is well known in the New York City metropolitan area for his seminars on problem solving for middle and high school mathematics teachers.  He has authored or co-authored more than 40 manuscripts pertaining to the teaching of school mathematics, including the original Unified Modern Mathematics textbook series that served as the model for the State’s 3-year Sequential Mathematics Program. 

Professor Taback has had extensive experience working with NSF-funded projects. He has served as mathematics consultant to the Teacher Leaders for Mathematics Success Program at Lehman College; Campus Co-Coordinator of the CUNY-wide New York Collaborative for Excellence in Teacher Education Project; problem-solving consultant for the Math/Science Partnership in NYC Project; and Advisory Board member of the Mathematics Teacher Transformation Institute at Lehman College. 

Professor Taback continues to serve as Co-Director of the New York City Mathematics Project at Lehman College, helping K-12 teachers implement  practices that best exemplify the high ideals of state and national standards. He also serves as mathematics consultant to the Bronx Institute at Lehman College, designing enrichment courses for motivated middle and high school students throughout the borough. 

As he winds down his career, Professor Taback is working to establish a Bronx-wide network of schools able to participate effectively in Mathematical Olympiad competitions. And he is beginning to wonder what might be coming next.
